You can bring them to Rotary on Friday, mail them to Anne's
address (1480 North Springs Drive, Dunwoody 30338) or just drop them off at
Anne's front door if you live close enough.

2. Could you give her a meal and foster her for a day while Anne and Clark
are gone?

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know her food preferences. She will have a fridge, microwave and toaster oven.
And all utensils, plates, dishes, etc. need to be disposable. As soon as she
arrives we can get her cell phone number and she can communicate directly
with you.
